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School Boards Origins

Origen de los Consejos Escolares

By Suzan T. Solomon, President (Area #5)

The origin of the school board began before the birth
of our nation. Local control of public education dates back
to 1647, when the Massachusetts Bay Colony passed a law
requiring towns to establish and maintain schools. It was
thought that local leadership would better reflect their
community’s values and priorities than state or federal
leadership. It is the shared belief that citizen oversight of
local government is the cornerstone of democracy. School
board members are locally elected public officials who are
entrusted with governing their community’s schools.

Some 230 years later, after the law passed in the
Massachusetts Bay Colony, the Newhall School District
came into existence on May 10, 1877, by petition of Judge
John F. Powell and 47 other people. The Newhall School
District board was made up of three school board members,
unlike today’s five-member board. The first members of
the Newhall School Board were mainly businessmen, such
as George Compton who was the first general merchant in
Newhall. He was re-elected several times.

School boards are the checks and balances between
educators and the community ensuring accountability to
the public.

Our Newhall School board works tirelessly on behalf
of all students. When making decisions, the first and last
question is, “What is in the best interest of the students?”
That is our guiding principle.

Unos 230 afios después, tras la ley aprobada en la
Colonia de la Bahia de Massachusetts, el Distrito Escolar
de Newhall comenz6 a existir el 10 de mayo de 1877, por
peticién del juez John F. Powell y otras 47 personas. La
junta del Distrito Escolar de Newhall estaba formada por
tres miembros, a diferencia de la junta actual de cinco
miembros. Los primeros miembros de la Junta Escolar de
Newhall eran principalmente hombres de negocios, como
George Compton que fue el primer comerciante general en
Newhall. Fue reelegido varias veces.

Las juntas escolares son los controles y equilibrios entre
los educadores y la comunidad, garantizando la rendicién
de cuentas al publico.

Nuestra junta escolar de Newhall trabaja
incansablemente en nombre de todos los estudiantes. Al
tomar decisiones, la primera y tltima pregunta es: “;Qué
es lo mejor para los estudiantes?”.
